Notes from the Music Director

We just finished celebrating Mother’s Day.  Steve and I discussed how different it was this year because both of us have lost our mothers since Mother’s Day 2004.   There were no cards to buy, no gifts to send, no phone calls to make. Our fathers passed away many years ago.  We thought about how our parents helped mold our lives.   

My parents instilled a solid work ethic in all of the five kids in our family.  Looking back, it is not easy to identify the recipe that produced responsible, reliable adults, but I see some markers.  We were all exposed to music at an early age, and practicing the piano was part of our routine.  As a result, three out of the five of us became church musicians.   My two youngest brothers don’t have an interest in music, but the other siblings find that making music is an important part of the fabric of our lives.  

My father would reward me with small change when I practiced.  He would walk by, without comment, and leave something on the piano.  His way of saying, “Good work” without interrupting our practice.  There is no doubt in my mind he encouraged all of us in many ways.  When we lived in Philadelphia, I remember playing at Hungarian celebrations when I was 11.  He always made such a fuss, and was genuinely proud of these occasions.

At this point, you are probably asking yourself where I am going with this?  I want to make a “fuss.”   Well, we had Chancel Choir rehearsal today after church, on a day when most people have plans.  There is joy in sharing with others when work is well done.  I am really amazed at the discipline in this group, and the clear willingness to practice an anthem “one more time.”  This same sense of singing well is part of the Youth Choir’s persona.  These choirs produce their very best, week after week.  The Chapel Choir works equally hard.   We all reap the rewards.  Music and choirs are vital to the total mission of a church.  

May the Lord help all of us develop the self-control to do our best, and enjoy doing it in the process.   May all of you with children realize that music promotes discipline, focus, and encourages our brains to work in ways unlike any other discipline.  May all of you be excited to sing in a choir in the coming fall!    

FALL CHOIR SCHEDULE
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The choir schedule will remain the same.  We will continue to meet on Tuesday nights:  Chapel Choir 7:00 to 7:30, Youth Choir from 7:30 – 8:15.  Most children are ready for Chapel Choir when they start Kindergarten.  There are exceptions, but choristers must have language skills, be able to follow directions, and have the ability to focus for 30 minutes.  Kids usually sing with the Chapel Choir until third or fourth grade.  

When they show readiness, they will be invited to join the Youth Choir, where the music is much more challenging.   Kids in Youth Choir need to be able to focus for 45 minutes, read with some facility, follow verbal directions, and be able to learn how to read music with multiple voice parts.  Choir is a great way to instill some discipline into your child’s life!  May we have yours for a short time each week?
