During the Flu and Pneumonia Clinic by the Visiting Nursing Association there were 157 flu shots given to persons from the church and the community.

We had many thanks of appreciation for the Clinic, for the church opening their doors to the community, and the comfortable waiting.  If you were unable to have your shots, check the UCC website for clinics available at other United Church of Christ and Disciples of Christ churches in our area.
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In the October Newsletter there was an article regarding the Youth offering the use of the Youth House to a family displaced by Hurricane Katrina.  

Well, a family has been located and we are in the process of moving ahead with everything that is necessary to get them in and in place at the Youth house.  

The names of the people moving into the house are Jeffrey Jones and his grandson Damian who is about 15 months old.  We are planning on Jeff and Damian moving in around the 1st week of November.  

Jeff has been staying in Derby with family members but needs a place of his own to get on with his life.  Jeff ‘s siblings went to Mississippi to bring Jeff and Damian back to Western New York and Damian’s mother was separated from them and ended up in a shelter in Dallas, Texas.  Jeff is hoping to bring Damian’s mother Shelly (she is Jeff’s stepdaughter) back to Hamburg with him or send for her once they are settled a bit.  

John Ortner and I gave Jeff a tour of the house on Monday, October 10th and then Jeff met with the Council before leaving.  His plan includes going back to Mississippi to see the damage to his home first-hand.  When he left his home (which he built himself) it was under 6 feet of water.  Jeff feels he needs to have some closure regarding this whole ordeal.  He is planning on staying in the Western New York area once he completes his business in Mississippi.  

Jeff has siblings that live in Derby and in Hamburg and feels he is coming back home.  He graduated from Hamburg High School in 1976 and is ready to deal with snow instead of hurricanes.  So if you see him around along with Damian please make them feel at home.

I know many of you have offered items to help out.  At this time Jeff and Damian seem to be pretty set.  The Red Cross helped with much of their needs.  However, I am hoping to stock the kitchen for Jeff and I will be setting up a bin to collect food for them.  The following is a list of other items or help that is needed:

· Someone willing to hook up a gas line for a dryer at the Youth House

· People willing to help clean before Jeff arrives.

· People willing to help move furniture within the Youth House.

Someone with a truck that is willing to pick up a bedroom set and bring it to the Youth House.

Someone to oversee the food & toiletry collection and keep tabs on what is needed.

Monetary donations to help defray expenses that come up before Jeff is secure with funds from other sources.

Youth Paper Recycling Drive  
Won’t you please help and support this worthwhile project.

Did you know that 40% of everything that is in a landfill is paper? 

FACT: The average person in the U.S. generates four pounds of garbage each day or 1,460 pounds per year.  Waste is something that you are no longer using and would like to throw away.

FACT:   Each year, people in the U.S. throw away enough office and writing paper to build a 12-foot high wall from New York City to Los Angeles.  Most of this paper ends up as litter.  

The Youth have teamed up with Abitibi-Consolidated Recycling Corp. to bring an exciting program called the Abitibi Paper Retriever Program to St. James.  There is a Abitibi Paper Retriever bin located in the back yard of the Youth House and it is available 24 hours a day.  Please bring paper suitable for the recycling program to the bin anytime of day or night.  Paper items that are suitable for recycling are:

Newspapers, Magazines, Shopping Catalogs, Fax Paper, Notebooks, Folders, Flattened Cardboard, Office & School Papers and Junk Mail.  NO phone books or bound books, PLEASE!  Please be sure to make sure the paper you place in the bin is CLEAN and DRY.

On a regular basis, Abitibi Recycling will empty the paper bin and after collecting the minimum amount of paper per month, the Youth will earn revenue from the contents of the paper bin.  The paper will be taken to Abitibi Recycling processing center, where it will be sorted.  Finally, it will be sent to one of Abitibi’s de-inking facilities in the U.S., where it will be turned into marketable paper products such as newsprint.
