Message from Justice Witness Ministries

The No Child Left Behind Act now requires high schools to make student contact information available to military recruiters.  This law also gives parents and guardians the opportunity to opt out their child from military recruitment lists.  For the upcoming school year, you must do so by the end of September, and you have to do it each year.

We provide this information because we believe that it is important for people to have information about the choices that they face, so that they can make intelligent decisions.  The requirement that high schools make student contact information available to military recruiters is a new requirement, and we feel that it is important for those who aren't comfortable with this requirement to know the options that they are given by this new law.

If you are interested in this option, here is how to do it.  With this easy to use website, http://www.ucctakeaction.org/ctt.asp?u=3625&l=102788, you can automatically generate an opt out letter to your superintendent and to the Pentagon.  The website helps you locate your school superintendent, and will use your child's information to generate letters specific to your child. Print, sign, stamp and mail your opt out letters to your local superintendent and to the Pentagon. Be sure to follow-up with your district to make sure your child has been opted out.

When the Church & Ministry Committee met in June to distribute scholarships we were faced with a delightful difficulty:  too many applicants (just a wonderful “problem”) and not enough money!





Even after deciding to request additional funds from the 2004 Ray Riefler Grant, which our church and its membership are so fortunate to have available, we still found it necessary to reduce this year’s scholarship amount to each recipient from $300 to $250.





While we are thankful that the funds from the grant were allocated to us this year, we would like to be able to support the coming year’s scholarship requests without having to make another request to the grant.  Therefore, we are asking you, the congregation, to help us increase the balance in the Scholarship Fund.
