There are several bulletin boards in the Meisenheimer Building on which you will find any number of informational flyers. Of course, everyone knows the main board, in the lobby outside the Horton Lounge. But did you know that there is another board, near the preschool classrooms, that contains information about events happening at other churches in the area? Or that there is a Youth bulletin board just to the right of the Lounge?  The Social Concerns bulletin board is located at the top of the stairs when you come in the back door, and into the hallway to the lounge. 

Also, please take a look at the “Members In Action” board located just past the lounge at the door to the back stairs. There you will find your fellow members advertising their businesses and services.

Church School News 

There has been a change in how our Child-Care Room will operate this school year.  Since we seem currently to have a low number of little ones attending Child Care we have come up with a new system for that room.  We will be using an on-call system for that class area: the people that are scheduled for Child Care will be going to worship and we will come and get them if we need them to open the Child Care Room.  The Youth assigned to assist in Child Care will report to the Pre-School Room (formerly called 3 & 4 Year Old Room).  The youth will serve as assistants in the Pre- school Room and if the need arises they will be asked to switch over to the Child Care Room, thus being on call for where they are needed the most. In the end this means there will be 2 youth assigned in the Pre-School Room each week along with 1 teacher and if the need arises 1 youth assistant will go to the Child Care Room and 1 adult teacher will be asked to leave worship and report to the Child Care Room.

We encourage parents of children below Kindergarten level to bring their children to class!  It is a great atmosphere with plenty of toys, coloring, activities and a great staff to attend to your little ones.  We have a dedicated staff that loves children and they are looking forward to spending quality time with your little ones.  The Pre-School Room is available from approx. 9:45 a.m. till shortly after the service ends.  If you arrive early and staff is not in the room please wait patiently and they will be there shortly (and please remember to pick your children up promptly at the conclusion of the service).  

Once the children reach Kindergarten through 12th grade they attend worship for the first half of the service and leave for church school following the Children’s Sermon.  

4th Grade Bible Study 

Once again our 4th graders will be receiving a copy of the Good News Bible this fall during a worship service.  The children will be studying with Pastor Alva in preparation to receive their Bibles.  This is a special time in the life of the children; they are now old enough to be able to read and have a better understanding of what has been written about within the covers of this special book.  

If you have a child in fourth grade please watch for a letter explaining the details of the Bible study and the presentation. If you have any question please feel free to speak to Karen Reinagel.

Today’s financial advisors sum up this advice in one word:  DIVERSIFY!  Diversifying your investments is supposed to reduce risk and smooth out the ups and downs of investing.  But it sounds boring, doesn’t it?

Well, there’s another reason to diversify – it tends to produce better results.  To see what I mean, try the following math exercise.

Start with any investment amount and increase it by 20% for two consecutive years.  Then decrease the resulting amount by 20% in the third year.  In the fourth year, assume another 20% gain.  You averaged +10% per year.

Now take the same amount and increase it 10% for four consecutive years.  Are the results the same?  No, the second method that avoided the big ups and downs produced a better result!
