The St. James Financial Forum

Last month I wrote about social responsible investments that may reflect your own Christian values.  One investment, which St. James has made, is also available to you as a member of the United Church of Christ.  It is the United Church of Christ Cornerstone Fund.

You can invest in demand notes issued by the Cornerstone Fund in multiples of $1000 for terms of 6 months to 5 years.  They are similar to bank CDs but the government or the UCC does not guarantee them.  Funds obtained by the Cornerstone Fund are used to make loans for new church construction and remodeling.  At the end of 2005, the Cornerstone Fund had over $50 million in assets, of which almost $45 million was in outstanding loans.

You can call the Cornerstone Fund toll free at 888-822-3863 or get information and the latest investment rates at www.cornerstone.org.  The current rate for a 12-month note is 4.75%.  As with any investment, make sure the Cornerstone Fund is right for you before investing.

Do you believe nothing is free – including your credit report?  Well, a copy of your credit report really is free and you should get one.  But the only place where it’s free with no strings attached is at 1-877-322-8228 or at www.annualcreditreport.com.  You can order one report from each of the three major credit-reporting companies for FREE once each year.

Has This Ever Happened to You?
As you leave Church . . .as you leave coffee hour. . . as you stand in line at a church dinner . . .you see someone you don’t recognize, and you think, “What happens if I ask this person if they are visiting and they tell me they have been a member here for 20 years?  I’ll be so embarrassed.”  And so you pass them by with perhaps a nod?

Part of being a church family is the willingness to greet others whom we don’t know, whether they have been members here longer than we have or not.  

Here is a suggestion:

Don’t approach and ask, “Are you visiting?” or “Are you new here?” unless you are absolutely sure they are.  If “you” is the operative pronoun, it shifts responsibility from you to the other person and can possibly produce a defensive answer.

Try this, “I don’t believe we have met you.  My name is  . . .” or “I’m not sure I have met you.  I’m . . .” If the pronoun is “I”, then I take responsibility and the other person does not feel put on the spot.  Your answer is the truth – you don’t remember having met the other person if you have. . And if they have been a member for twenty years, you still haven’t met them, so no one should be embarrassed.

Making visitors welcome is an important part of being a church family and not one of the “frozen chosen.”  All of us were new somewhere, sometime, and would have liked a friendly smile and greeting.  It is perhaps the easiest evangelism we can do.
