The St. James Financial Forum

Yes, it’s that time of year again! It’s the time when there never seems to be enough money in the checking account.

Didn’t I just pay that big property tax bill a month or so ago? Then came the spring semester college tuition bill! And that unexpected major car repair bill! And I get a lot of letters from organizations that, for some unknown reason, must think I’m in a generous mood this time of year.. Some of the letters go on a “good intentions” pile, but most still end up getting thrown away when the hopelessness of the situation becomes apparent. But I do always try to put something in the Salvation Army kettle; the really do good work.

And of course, there are those Christmas presents to buy!

In the midst of all this, the church conducts its fall Stewardship Campaign. Maybe we’d be better off having this campaign when the tax refund checks start coming.
